Community 
Watch Update
Depute Montague gave a thorough presenta-
tion at the September Board Meeting about the 
various ways that Gamblewood homeowners 
can prevent crime. He stressed the importance 
of neighbors knowing and looking out for 
each other and of notifying the police when 
we see suspicious behavior.

He also suggested that the GCC community 
was too large for one centrally managed 
community watch.  Instead, he recommended 
people develop a network of their surround -
ing neighbors.

at Our Parks
To make maximum use of our waterfront 
park, we are opening it on the weekends dur -
ing the winter.  In addition to expanding your 

access, when our residents use the parks, it  
reduces incidences of vandalism.   If you see 
suspicious behavior at the park, please call the 
police.

The Kitsap Audubon Society has asked and 
has been granted permission to conduct bird 
monitoring on our waterfront.   

Kitsap Audubon Society: Port Gamble Bay 
Bird Survey Summary

The Kitsap Audubon Society will be conducting a 
one year survey of the bird species of Port Gamble 
Bay. The purpose of this survey is to determine the 
species of birds that utilize the bay and their ap-
proximate numbers throughout the year. The sur-
vey will be conducted twice a month on the 2nd and 
4th Tuesdays in the mornings and will be done by 
Audubon members and several biology students 
from the SÕKlallam tribe. There are three survey 
sites identiÞed to give the best viewing coverage of 
the bay: Point Julia at the mouth of the bay, a pri-
vate residence in mid-bay and the Gamblewood 
Community Park at the head of the bay. The bird 
species to be counted will be: Waterfowl, Loons and 
Grebes, Herons, Ospreys, Bald Eagles, Shorebirds, 
Gulls, Terns, Alcids, Belted KingÞshers and Cor-
vids.

We expect to create a checklist of the bird species of 
Port Gamble Bay and tabulate the results of the 
survey. We will identify the species that are year 
round residents as well as those that are fall or 
spring migrants and those that are winter mi-
grants. This will give us a better understanding of 
the seasonal ßuctuations of these bird species and 
their dependence on Port Gamble Bay for food and 
shelter.

Be Bear Aware
This spring and summer, black bear sightings 
in our region are becoming more common and 
there have been multiple bear sightings in 
Gamblewood.  Make sure you and your fam -
ily know what to do if you Þnd yourself con -
fronted with one.  Also, as always, manage 
your trash to avoid drawing in bears, rac -
coons, and other animals that can become 
problems when are drawn into residential 
areas looking for food and get used to being 
around people.

If you come into close     
contact with a black bear:

1. Stay calm and avoid direct eye con-
tact, which could elicit a charge. Try 
to stay upwind and identify yourself 
as a human by standing up, talking 
and waving your hands above your 
head.

2. Do not approach the bear, particu-
larly if cubs are present. Give the 
bear plenty of room.

3. If you cannot safely move away from 
the bear, and the animal does not 
flee, try to scare it away by clapping 
your hands or yelling.

4. If the bear attacks, fight back ag-
gressively.

Your Thoughts GCC Covenants Redundancies

All buildings shall be constructed on this plat, and shall have their 
exteriors Þnished within 1 year, including outside painting, after 
commencement of construction and shall be completed in confor-
mance with the Kitsap County Building Code and Health Depart -
ment and zoning regulations.

Construction of a residence on any lot shall require a building permit 
and sewage disposal permit prior to commencement of work.

Possible overlap 
with Kitsap County 
requirements

No Mobile Homes shall be permitted on Lots 206-353, 364-365, and 
371-376, inclusive.

No fence or hedge shall be erected or permitted to remain or allowed 
to grow to a height exceeding 6 feet.

No noxious, illegal or offensive use of the land, including the dis -
charge of Þre arms, shall be performed nor shall anything be done 
which may be or become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighbor-
hood.

Possible overlap 
with Kitsap County 
requirements

No hogs, cattle, horses, sheep, goats, similar livestock or poultry shall 
be permitted or maintained on said property at any time. Household 
pets such as cats and dogs not exceeding 2 in number (except for lit-
ters for a period of 90 days) shall be permitted but must be kept on 
the premises of the owner. Not more than 1 accessory building on any 
on building site shall be permitted for use in the housing of such pets. 
Any such building shall be located not less than 30 feet from any 
place of place of human habitation other than the owners.

Partial overlap with 
Kitsap County re -
quirements

No signs of any kind shall be displayed to the public view on any lot 
except each lot may have one professional sign of not more than 1 
square foot and/or one sign of not more than 5 square feet advertis-
ing the property for sale or rent.

No oil drilling, oil development operations, oil reÞning, quarrying, or 
mining operations of any kind shall be permitted upon or in any lot. 
No derrick or other structure designed for use in boring for oil or gas 
shall be erected, maintained or permitted upon any lot.

No lot shall be used or maintained as a dumping ground for rubbish. 
Trash, garbage or other waste shall not be kept except in sanitary con-
tainers. All incinerators or other equipment for the storage or disposal 
of such material shall be kept in a clean and sanitary condition.
